SkiBudz is taking its first trip to Mammoth Ski Resort during Mammoth's 10th annual Gay ski week. "Elevation 2012" is tenth annual Mammoth Gay Ski Week! Elevation now hosts more than 2000 boarders and skiers coming to the High Sierras for Mammoth Lake's favorite event of... the year.

Mammoth has more than 3,500 acres of skiable terrain, serviced by 28 lifts, including 3 gondolas. The area has 3,100 ft. (940 m) of vertical, rising to an elevation of 11,053 ft. The top of the mountain has challenging chutes and open mogul runs. There are eight unbound terrain parks. Unbound Main, located adjacent to Main Lodge, is highly praised by extreme snowboarding and skiing enthusiasts, and is one of the major attractions of the ski resort. Mammoth receives an average of 339”of snow per season, though the 2005-2006 seasons the resort recorded a record accumulation of 578”. 

We will stay at Mammoth Estate's located just a short walk to the Village where the epic center of the "festivities" will be and to the gondola which provides a short lift over the town to the Canyon Lodge for full days of skiing. 

As of now we are renting two condos at the Mammoth Estates offer four bedroom and three baths and plenty of room for six people. Our plan is to limit to six per condo but could adjust if needed

• Wednesday, March 14: Morning flight into Reno, NV. (Arrive by 2pm) Pick up rental car(s). Head for our condo in the town of Mammoth Lake about three hours south on highway 395.

• Thursday, March 15-Sunday, March 18: Have our breakfast, ski Mammoth Mountain, Dinner, Jacuzzi, apre-ski, nap, Elevation events, partying, etc. (not necessarily in any particular order)

• Monday: March 19: Pack the car and check out of the condo. Drive to Reno and fly home

Generally, the cost has been about $430 roundtrip on Southwest. However, there have been some specials that bring the cost down 50%. (No this is not a typo!). With a careful monitoring of SWA and other website, you may find some great deals. We need to have our travelers at the RNO airport at around noon on 3/14 and depart from RNO no earlier than 1pm on 3/19 to ensure ground transportation with the group. (Estimated cost 225.00-430.00-Purchase on your own) 

Ground-Transportation: It appears that our best options at this time remain to be taking cars / vans/ SUVs from RNO to Mammoth Mountain. Providing there is no snow, it will be an easy three hour drive on the four lane Highway 395 (Estimated cost-100.00 plus gas-Pay on last day of trip)

Lift Tickets: The special ticket rates are as follow: 3 of 4 day pass is at special rate of 178.00 or 4 of 5 days pass is 223.00 This is the special rate for Elevation 2012 which is about 1/3 less than normal rates. (

This must be purchased in advance via 1-800-Mammoth. Be sure to mention that you are a part of the elevation group (Estimated cost 178.00-223.00-Purchase on your own)

Food: We will shop for food for communal meals. (Estimated cost 100.00)

Other Expenses: Booze, on the mountain and restaurant eating, partying, men, massage, etc-A la carte )
